Sevenoaks Almshouse Charity

It is a condition of the occupancy of an Almshouse that residents are able to look after themselves, and inevitably as one gets older there may well come a time when the almshouse is no longer the most suitable place to live. This is of course hard for all concerned and it is therefore important to make it clear at the outset that it may become necessary for the Trustees to discuss with the next of kin and the resident what the next stage should be. It is the responsibility of the next of kin to find suitable alternative housing for the resident when this becomes necessary, and it may be helpful for this issue to be discussed well in advance between the resident and their family.
